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The State of Michigan has set a goal that all school districts offer an inĽperson learning option for students as soon as
possible, and no later than March 1stĪ The value of inĽperson schooling is immeasurable and we all want a return to
normal by doing what is best for students, educators and parentsĪ Governor Whitmer and the State of Michigan are
working diligently with local school officials and community leaders to ensure schools can operate with proven mitigation
measures in placeĪ 

Many students have struggled to succeed with distance learning, and the students facing the greatest challenges are
disproportionately those who already face the most obstaclesĪ Many of these students and their families need a faceĽtoĽ
face learning environment in order to learn and thriveĪ Some families will still choose for their children to continue learning
remotely and some educators meet the CDC definition of highĽrisk ļ and we will continue to support these groups that
wish to continue teaching and learning at a distanceĪ We also know that inĽperson learning provides a key benefit for many
parents who rely on their children being in school to be able to participate fully in the economyĪ 

Over the last nine months, medical experts and epidemiologists have closely followed the data and have learned that
schools can establish a low risk of transmission by ensuring that everyone wears a mask and adopting careful infection
prevention protocolsĪ It is critical that we take a factĽbased approach by doing things like wearing face masks, washing
hands, and practicing social distancingĪ As rapid testing access expands, we will have even more tools to make schools
safer for students, educators, and other staffĪ 

Schools are strongly encouraged to provide as much inĽperson learning as is feasible, especially for young learners ĸPKĽ
5Ĺ, economically disadvantaged learners, learners with special education needs, and English language learnersĪ The goal
should be to reach at least halfĽtime for all studentsĪ Nevertheless, we recognize that schools may still need to close if they
are experiencing an uncontrolled outbreak, or if they are unable to operate due to quarantined staffĪ And if cases again rise
precipitously, schools may be subject to closure orders from state or local health departmentsĪ Unless subject to a closure
order, school reopening and closing decisions will ultimately be made by local school districtsĪ 

This document collects and summarizes guidance for schools across a range of topics that are relevant to inĽperson
school operationsĪ Prior guidance based on state reopening phases or local case rate targets is now obsoleteĪ In its place,
this document recommends that, to reopen or remain open under levels of spread now prevailing statewide, schools
should continue to adopt and implement strict infectionĽcontrol measuresĪ And it affirms that reopening decisions should be
made locally, using a holistic assessment of multiple pandemic metrics, and considering the broader COVID context at a
given timeĪ Please note that this guidance is intended to update the June 30th, 2020 
MI Safe Schools RoadmapĪ 

This guidance is subject to changeĪ MDHHS is carefully monitoring new developments, including the entry of a more
transmissible COVID variant into the United StatesĪ This document may also be updated if new guidance is provided from
the Centers for Disease ControlĪ

INTRODUCTION
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Testing to diagnose COVIDĽ19 is part of a comprehensive strategy and should be used in conjunction with
promoting behaviors that reduce spread ĸeĪgĪ, mask use, social distancing, hand hygieneĹį maintaining healthy
environments ĸeĪgĪ, cleaning and disinfection, ventilationĹį managing school operations ĸeĪgĪ, class sizesĹį and
preparing for when someone gets sickĪ

Testing is not a requirement for schools to return to inĽperson learningĪ Schools that follow existing guidance
carefully and diligently are not considered major risks for outbreaksĪ However, testing and early detection of cases
may be one additional tool that may be used to allow for inĽperson instructionĪ

The state has worked with the Michigan High School Sports Association to pilot a testing program in 200 state high
schoolsĪ Now that feasibility has been assessed, the state will roll out a voluntary program to offer weekly testing to
educators in public schoolsĪ Additional pilot programs may also be offered to school districts that are interested in a
limited amount of student testing for the purposes of surveillanceĪ

Testing in schools is not a replacement for mitigation practices, including use of masks and social distancingĪ

SARSĽCOVĽČ TESTING IN SCHOOLS

The Michigan Department of Health and Human Services ĸMDHHSĹ has released a prioritization plan for COVIDĽ19
vaccinationsĪ Teachers and other school staff are classified as ńfrontline essential workersŅ under the MDHHS
guidance and are now eligible to receive vaccinations with the start of Phase 1bĪ School districts will be working with
state and local partners to arrange vaccination opportunities for school staffĪ Vaccination is not a requirement for
schools to return to inĽperson learningĪ

MDHHS is following the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention ĸCDCĹ recommendations for prioritization of
distribution and administration of COVIDĽ19 vaccines for adultsĪ CDC recommendations are based on input from the
Advisory Committee on Immunization Practices ĸACIPĹĪ This federal advisory committee is made up of medical and
public health experts who develop recommendations on the use of vaccines in the United StatesĪ ACIP
recommended on 12İ3İ20 that both 1Ĺ health care personnel and 2Ĺ residents of longĽterm care facilities be offered
COVIDĽ19 vaccine in the initial phase of the vaccination programĪ

VACCINATIONS

In December 2020, Congress passed and President Trump signed a bipartisan COVIDĽ19 relief package that
provides widespread economic aid, including significant financial support for schoolsĪ Michiganňs PKĽ12 schools are
expected to receive more than Ŏ1 billion, largely allocated through a formula driven by Title IĪ This is more than four
times the amount allocated to schools from the original CARES ActĪ

Staff and students should screen for symptoms associated with COVIDĽ19, at home, prior to coming to
schoolĪ If they exhibit any respiratory or gastrointestinal symptoms, or have a temperature of 100Ī4 or greater,
they should stay home
Every school should identify and designate a quarantine area and a staff person to care for students who
become ill at school

SYMPTOMATIC SCREENING

In the event of a lab or clinically diagnosed case of COVIDĽ19, the school should immediately work with the local
health department in accordance with guidelines to initiate an investigation and implement measures up to, and
including, closure if necessaryĪ

RESPONDING TO POSITIVE TESTS

As feasible, have children eat meals outdoors or in classrooms, while maintaining social distance ĸat least 6 feet
apartĹ, instead of in a communal dining hall or cafeteria
Close communal use shared spaces such as dining halls if possibleį otherwise, stagger use and clean and
disinfect between use
Recess and physical exercise classes should be conducted outside whenever possible with appropriate social
distancing and cohorting of students
Classes that involve physical contact among participants, a high degree of exhalation or physical exertion
indoors, or where masks cannot be worn, should not be conducted at this time
Activities that can be modified to allow social distancing or that require minimal physical contact can continue
MDHHS orders should be consulted for the most recent requirements on which sports are permitted
